Treasurer, Mary Humphrey:
· Mary read the proposed budget for 2009 – 2010 per By Laws – this would give us a deficit of $1,087.50.

· The recommended proposed budget was read with these changes:

Convention Registration – instead of paying for all elected officers registration, only the State Presidents and IC Representative would be paid.
· Leadership Conference – sending only one member (President –Elect) this would give a $487.50 cushion in the budget.

· Open floor discussion regarding the budget as follows:

· Cindy Powers, Lamplighter President made a motion to eliminate Standing Rule 6C to read sending only one member to leadership.  It was seconded by Pam McGee.

Discussion by members:

· Deb Curley, Sigma Rho #5014 Loveland, recommended that maybe one-half of Leadership fee could be paid for the President-Elect and Vice President.
· Alice Robinson, Zeta Tau #2064, Colorado Springs, recommended that the Standing Rule stay as is.  She felt it was very valuable to send two members.

· Nancy Cameron, Kappa Iota #5442 Golden recommended that it stay as is and maybe do a fundraiser to help raise the money to send two members.

· Cathy Westlake, Zeta Omicron #4016, Cedaredge proposed paying one half of the $575.00 for President Elect and Vice President.

· Sally Lobel, Theta Eta #2830 Denver, recommended paying at least $75.00 to defray costs for the Vice President to attend Leadership.
· Jody Karr, Zeta Rho #1774 Aurora, when she attended Leadership as Vice President she was overwhelmed by it all and felt the second time was very beneficial.
