· Kathy made a motion that the minutes from State Convention 2010, be approved as posted on the Colorado Website and approved by the Minutes Review Committee.  No second was required as approved by a committee.  

· Motion carried to accept the minutes as approved.

Treasurer, Vickie Martinez:

· Vickie went over the ledger report and discussed the disbursements.  The balance in the check book as of August 31 was $8,215.53. 
· Vickie read the proposed budget for 2011-2012 per By-Laws and Standing Rules.
· IC Candidates Fund was added for $150.00 as we have someone running for office and it is in our Standing Rule 16, 17.  It also states that we will support them if elected with $150.00 for a total of $300.00.

· Leadership registration has gone up to $585 per person this year.

· Rocky Mountain Regional Roundup dues went up to $25.00 this year.

· The website domain charge was paid last year and will be due again in nine years.  That amount is $161.00. 

· Motion was made by Shirley Telinde, Zeta Rho #1774 Aurora to approve the budget.  Motion was seconded by Pam McGee, Gamma Chi #3668 Loveland.

· There was no further discussion.  Motion carried to approve the budge for 2011-2012.

Parliamentarian, Kathy Ellingson:
· Proposed Standing Rule change:

· Standing Rule 8, H, 2:

· Reads now:  In the event the delegate to the International Convention elects to drive rather than fly, an amount equal to the round-trip airfare coach booked at least 30 days prior to departure plus an amount equal to the shuttle to and from the airport to the convention shall be reimbursed.

· Proposed to read:  In the event the delegate to the International Convention elects to drive rather than fly, the delegate shall be reimbursed the actual cost of the gas divided by the number of occupants in the vehicle.  The gas expense shall not exceed an amount equal to the round-trip airfare coach booked at least 30 days prior to departure plus an amount equal to the shuttle to and from the airport to the convention site. 

· Standing Rule 8, H, 3:
· Reads now:  Lodging costs not to exceed one-half (1/2) Convention hotel cost and not to exceed seven (7) nights.

· Proposed to read:  Lodging costs not to exceed one-half Convention hotel cost and not to exceed five (5) nights.
· Kathy Ellingson moved to approve the proposed changes and the motion was seconded by Pam McGee, Gamma Chi #3668 Loveland.  There being no further discussion the motion passed.
President Elect/Nominating Chairman, Mary Humphrey:

· Mary found three words in the Denver Post last weekend that were appropriate for ESA.  Those words were:

· Roundup was held at the Abominable Snow Mansion, Arroyo Seco, NM., August 12-14, 2011.

· Challenge all chapters to report what they do during the year.  Imagine what the totals would be if all chapters reported.

· Please use the forms dated 9/2011.  They are in the folders.

· Forms are located on the ESA website up in the upper right hand corner.
· Vickie Martinez discussed how to fill out the forms correctly to receive the credit that Colorado State deserves.

· Chapter projects are those that your chapter chooses, food banks etc., not St. Jude or Easter Seals.  Those are international projects.

· State projects include Roundup River Ranch.  

· Donations to charities have to be in the name of ESA for it to be included in the philanthropic form.  A good way to do this is through the Turn Around Fund.

· All charities are to be mentioned in the chapter minutes and the chapter votes on it. The list must be in the minutes before you distribute the funds.

· Only the driver of the car may claim the mileage to a project.
· The new rate will be in the Golden Lamp.

· Dues must be current.

· Vickie discussed whether we should honor IC guidelines as to awarding per member or per chapter.  Vickie Martinez made a motion to honor the officer guidelines per IC.

· Discussion was held.  Pattie Ehrlich, Sigma Rho #5014 Loveland, voiced the concern that small chapters would not have equal representation if judged by chapter. 
· Mary Humphrey stated that the guideline committee decided to leave the guidelines as they were originally written, hours per member, hours per chapter.  The committee is in agreement.  Philanthropic Chair Judy Barker concurs.

ESA for St. Jude Junior, Pat Marty:

· Colorado raised $74,058.00 for St. Jude in 2010-2011.
· Betty Ziska set up an arrangement with $110.00 in it for a raffle to help send the President to the St. Jude walk at convention.

President Elect, Mary Humphrey:
· Mary along with Yvonne Farrell, Mary Guida, and Pat Marty visited the Roundup River Ranch on September 15.  

· The new chapter Iota Alpha has been great at promoting ESA at their events.
· The camp is for children with catastrophic illness.  It is a provisional member of the Paul Newman Hole in the Wall Camps.
· It took four or five years to raise $20,000,000 to open this camp.   

· Over 35000 children in Colorado alone suffer from a catastrophic illness.  85% have no chance to attend camp.

· Camp is divided into four sessions according to what illness they have.

· The cost is $2500 per week. The families are not charged to attend camp. This is a strictly controlled and limited access camp.  They have medical personnel there full time.
· Camp has wish list and they are partnering with Children’s hospital.

· Mary had great pictures of the camp and its facilities.

· It was suggested that we gather items for craft items for the camp and bring to convention.
· Roger Clark, BJ Clark’s husband will volunteer for a week at camp next year.

· BJ. Clark would like to establish a scholarship with foundation for a child to attend camp for a week.
Judy Barker wanted to make a correction to her report.  

· The mileage was 56,286.5 miles at .55 per mile to equal $30,957.56.
