The State Council would be deprived of having enthusiastic and

talented SISTERs represent Colorado.  It is an honor to be represented on the IC level.

· Our own State Council is having trouble finding candidates for office.  Can you imagine 

what it is like on the IC level?  We should do everything we can to promote our sisters on

every level of our beloved ESA.

Reasons for Changes to B:
· A candidate should not have to request endorsement.  It should be automatically and
generously given.

· Protocols for expectations from candidates can be established – we have guidelines for

almost everything else, but those protocols should not be part of our By-Laws or Standing

Rules.

· The expectations could request a candidate announce to the membership of her intent to
run when she knows and in a timely manner – email is instantaneous.  Surely candidates

would be willing to comply when they know what the expectations are.

· A form letter of endorsement can be written for the use of the State Council Presidents.  It

does not have to be elaborate and shouldn’t present problems for the president.

· The timeline of having to announce at Fall Leadership could set major roadblocks for

anyone considering running:

· Fall Board/Leadership is held in September

· Nominations for IC Office are not due until November 15th and could be extended

to December 1 should the IC Nominations Committee decide to extend it in order

to solicit more candidates.

· There are many reasons someone would not know for sure whether she would be a

candidate until the last minute – illness, family issues, late solicitation by the IC Board.

· If she did not announce her intent to run in September, would she not be endorsed by the council?
· DO we really want to vote whether or not we endorse our candidates?

· Why would we NOT endorse our candidates?

· IC Bylaws prohibit any campaigning other than the poster with pictures provided by the IC Nominating Committee and buttons worn by individuals from the candidate’s state.
