ESA Foundation:  Shirley Clayton gave her report.  The Foundation had a record year enabling them to give a 
special donation of $2500.00 to Life Grant to Women Give.  Shirley asked all members to join the Foundation, it 
is $25.00 to join and $15.00 a year for dues.  Dora Dill presented Shirley with a certificate from the ESAF Board 
acknowledging her for the work she has done this past year.


Membership Vice President Rita Martin gave her report, the state started with 45 chapters, two disbanded, 
leaving us with 43 chapters.  We started the year with 510 members, 11 members passed away, and we 
recruited 20 new members.  This gives us a total of 479 members.  There were no new chapters but Alice 
Robinson is working on chartering one in Colorado Springs.


Publicity Chair Chloe McClantoc, gave out her awards for publicity.  She presented a Proclamation from the Governor declaring National ESA week, May 7-11, 2013, and a state flag to President Mary Humphrey.


Golden Lamp Co-editors Pat Frisby and Linda Maes, gave out awards for participation from chapters and 
councils.


Education Chairman Mary Guida gave out her awards for, 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place for educational.


Easter Seals Coordinator Phyllis Minch gave out awards for money earned and hours volunteered for Easter 
Seals.  14 chapters participated, totaling 150 members, donated $2567.82, donated goods of $2496.86, miles 
traveled x .55 cents per mile equaling $1303.15 and donated hours 511.


Jr. St. Jude Coordinator Wendy Gleason gave a report on her visit to Memphis at the St. Jude Children’s Research 
Hospital.

ARTICLE XII, Section 6, Other Voting  


Presently Reads:


Section 6:  Other Voting:



A. Voting on other items of business may be by voice vote, show of hands or standing to be counted.


Proposed to Read:


Section 6:  Other Voting:



A.  The quorum for voting on items of business, other than elections and Standing Rules changes, shall 


be a majority of members present.  The vote may be by voice vote, show of hands or standing to be 


counted.


Reason for Change:   Nowhere in the by-laws is a quorum for items other than elections and standing rules changes established.  Usually a majority by voice vote is accepted for passing a motion but if it should be challenged; there is no authority other than Robert's Rules.  This would eliminate any confusion.


Lori Anderson made a motion to accept this change.  Shirley Telinde, Zeta Rho 1774 Aurora seconded the motion.   There was some discussion from JoAnn Singley, Epsilon Epsilon, 1896, Denver.  She thought that anything we voted on at a state meeting should be taken back to the chapters for discussion before voting on it.  For example doing 2 Dream Homes in the next year.  Nancy Cameron Kappa Iota spoke up and said that we don't vote on ALSAC events and other fund raisers as they are covered under the Standing Rules umbrella.

The vote was taken by voice from the delegates.  Motion Passed 1 Nah

Add ARTICLE XIV, INTERNATIONAL COUNCIL


Proposed to Read:

Section 1.  The Colorado State Council will endorse/recommend any member who aspires to an International 
Council (IC) office and/or appointed office.


Section 2.  The President shall prepare a letter of endorsement as needed for any candidate and submit it to 
the International Nominating Committee in accordance with the IC requirements.


Reason for Change:

1)  These articles state the policy of the State Council.  They follow the aims of our Pledge Ceremony "...to search 
      out and develop the best capacities of each member, to seek out and use every opportunity of association, to 
      develop an ability of expression to encourage leadership and to stimulate personal growth in every 
  
 
     member."

2)  This addition will require relettering of the By-Law Articles.


Lori Anderson made a motion to accept this change, Gertie Chapin, Beta Epsilon, 357, Fort Morgan seconded the motion.  In Discussion, Vickie Chavers-Bruso, Epsilon Epsilon, 1896, Denver thinks this proposal discourages instead of encouraging members to run for IC level offices, 
Pat Bernhardt agreed with Vickie.  Gertie Chapin stated that the wording is that a vote will not be taken.


The vote was taken by voice from the delegates.  Motion Passed.
STANDING RULE 7A5:

SR 7.
Officers and Chairman will be reimbursed for additional expenses as follows:


A.  President, paragraph 5:


Presently reads:


The State Council shall pay the President the current standard mileage rate established by the Internal Revenue 
Service (www.irs.gov) for one (1)assessment of State Convention facilities and arrangements; this includes one 
(1) round trip and one (1) night's lodging, if the distance makes it necessary, to stay overnight.


Proposed to read:  

Reimbursement for one (1) assessment of State Convention facilities and arrangements.  This includes one (1) 
round trip and one (1) night's lodging, if the distance makes it necessary, to stay overnight.  The round trip 
expense shall not exceed the actual cost of gas or the current standard mileage rate established by the 
International Revenue Service (www.irs.gov), whichever is less.

Reason for change:


Clarify the amount reimbursed for the round trip assessment of convention facilities.  Example:  Using the 
standard mileage rate established by the IRS, a 410 mile round trip would be reimbursed $225.50.  The actual 
cost of gas was $48.44; a difference of $177.06.


Lori Anderson made a motion to accept this change, Cathy Westlake, Zeta Omicron 4016 Cedar Ridge, seconded 
the motion.  Vickie Chavers-Bruso, Epsilon Epsilon, 1896, brought up that we should have receipts turned into 
the treasurer before payment is made.  That is already in the Treasurer’s Guidelines.

The vote was taken by voice vote from the delegates.  Motion passed.


Book Club Chair Pam McGee, gave her report.  They met to discuss the books they have read since Spring Board, 
4 members were present.  They decided on the book, As Always Julia, and they will discuss it at Fall Board. 

Leadership Workshop Coordinator, Cathy Westlake, Jr. Past State President introduced our speaker, Debbie 
Quintana, from The Alliance Against Domestic Violence.  Debbie is the Adult Advocate at the center.  She 
presented a slide show of what they offer at the center and explained about "What Is Domestic Violence".  They 
have 3 volunteers at the center, and are open 24 hours a day.  IC President Suzy Winter’s project for this year 
has been "Women In Crisis".

President Elect Joan Snyder introduced the slate of Officers running for the Colorado State Board.  President 
Mary Humphrey introduced Joan.  There were no nominations from the floor.  Joan then announced the 
balloting procedures.


Easter Seals Chairman Phyllis Minch presented Cindy Bell, Vice President of Development, at Easter Seals.  Cindy 
than gave a presentation slide show on Rocky Mountain Village Camp, in Empire Colorado.  Phyllis presented all 
of the items that the members had brought for the Camp to Cindy.  Theta Eta Chapter had a special presentation 
to present to Cindy, they had made 32 blankets, for the beds at camp.  Mary Humphrey announced that Jan 
Coats from Alpha Phi has a grandson who has worked at the camp.


President Mary Humphrey, dismissed the voting delegates to cast their votes, then the rest of the assembly.

The meeting adjourned at 12:00 p.m.
