-Choose a topic that can be broad enough to allow member creativity and       experience shine through.

-Cooking:  actual cooking

going out to a restaurant

serving a prepared meal

-Provide tools for the members to use.  Spend the year following a specific book or list of books.  Each member could either buy a copy or the chapter could buy one to share, If each member had a copy, deeper discussion could be held and a different member could lead the discussion each month.  How that discussion would happen would be up to that member.

-Choose a topic that your chapter can relate to.

If the average age of you chapter is 65, you don’t need to know about pre-natal vitamins.  Increase your horizons but be realistic

-Offer assistance: Chapter Educational Chairs should follow up with presenters a week before to offer assistance when possible. Help with making copies, gathering examples, transportation and etc.  This is especially important with new or apprehensive members.

-Chapter Discussion: Allowing members to exchange experiences, opinions and to ask questions.  ESA members always have something to contribute.

-Feedback: The key to any successful endeavor is constructive feedback.  The opportunity for growth is in learning about ourselves.

-Reporting: At the beginning of the year send your State Educational Director a calendar with titles and a brief synopsis of your plan.  We understand that changes do occur, but just a general outline will do.  Make sure that your educational reports are turned in on time.  Make sure that your comments are not the same as the overview of the educational.  Include chapter member observation.  Make the State Educational Director feel she was there.
