PHILANTHROPIC AWARDS RULES

I.
Philanthropic Service is the time and money directed toward the betterment of mankind by councils, chapters, and members seeking to improve the conditions and promote the welfare of those in need.

II.
Civic Service is time and money directed to the improvement of the community, or to serve a community need, except the services covered in Section III (B) of these rules.

III.
Service Hours and Monies to be counted must be donated in the name of Epsilon Sigma Alpha International, whether by an individual member or a chapter/council.

A.
A chapter may only count hours and monies donated by active members of the chapter.

B.
Individuals can count volunteer service hours done in an educational setting or group activity even if their child is involved.

C.
Church activities cannot be counted; nor work or donations for church, nor political or election poll activity.

D.
Hours and/or monies may be counted as detailed in the most recent Philanthropic Service Guidelines as posted on the International Council website.  Guidelines will be distributed at International Convention to state presidents.  As soon as practical, state councils are to circulate copies to chapters within the respective states.

IV.
Reporting
A.
Chapters and councils shall report to their state philanthropic chair.  A report form, and due dates, shall be developed by the state council that conform to the requirements of the International Council report.

B.
State philanthropic chairs shall report annually to the International Council Philanthropic Chair, for the year April 1 through March 31, submitting the International Council report form postmarked on, or before, June 1 for the following:

1.
State Council report and awards entry.

2.
Chapter entries for the top three (3) chapters having:  (1) the Most Monies, and (2) the Most Hours.

V.
Report Forms submitted on time by state philanthropic chairs to International Council Philanthropic Chair shall serve as entries in the Philanthropic Service Awards.  Chapters in states not having state councils may report directly to the IC Philanthropic Chair.

A.
Philanthropic Service Awards shall be determined by the International Philanthropic Chair for the following categories:

1.
Chapter - Hours

2.
Chapter - Monies

3.
State - Hours

4.
State - Monies

B.
Philanthropic Service Awards shall be presented at the International Convention.  The winners will receive certificates from ESA Headquarters.
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
